A typical assessment includes an Authorised Design Final L1A 2006 Checklist for submission 
with your Building Regulations Package and the Authorised Final Certi�cate for the built 
dwelling. Also provided are Predicted Energy Assessment Certi�cates (PEAs) to sell from plan 
and full Energy Performance Certi�cate (EPC) required for Home Information Packs (HIPs).
